Homework prior to the meeting:
The overarching goals of the OWRE are to promote wildfire awareness by make wildfire risk data available to the public, and to build capacity for local wildfire planning efforts. In order to achieve these, we have to do our best to forecast how the interface will be used in multiple venues and user types. Please take a few moments to ponder different situations in which professional and public users may use the Wildfire Risk Explorer.

Outreach/Prevention Working Group (Public Viewer):

1. How do you envision the general public using the interface?
a. Average citizen will use it for just understanding their area – curiosity,  
b. Some may use it as a member of a collaborative group to take to meetings
c. 

-  What information do you want to convey to them?
a. Wildfire risk, Likelihood of fire occurrence, risk reduction projects, if they are protected and non-protected areas – it is staggering, 
b. awareness

- Which data sets are most relevant for conveying this message?
a. Fire Occurrence, Fire Threat, Fire Risk, Fire Effects, Rural Fire Dept. 
b. Anything relevant to them personally 

-  Should they be able to create and print maps?   
c. Don’t know – does the Freedom information act cover this?
d. Not change though
e. Possible through a sign-on, survey, and representative (organization they work for), etc.  
f. [bookmark: _GoBack]I don’t see a problem with it as long as it is stated that data is representative of most current uploads and does not include ALL other agencies data. (disclaimer)
- What will make their experience with OE successful?
a. User Friendly - Easy to use, 
b. Realistic, accurate, relevant to them, contact

What are the different types of venues and publics that you work with?
a. Fire defense boards, Collaborative groups, landowners public,  Local/state/federal agencies, Community Colleges,   stakeholder groups, local Public events, fire chiefs/rural departments,  cooperators

3.      How could you use the Oregon Explorer in these different venues and publics?
Consider a project or presentation for which the data interface would be helpful (creating a Firewise community, outreach for a CWPP, etc.).  Ideally, how would the interface serve you (the user) from start to finish?
Display fire potential and how it is relevant to the public using audience specific data. 
Relevant mapping -visuals often work best.    
Verify data sets (were appropriate) with local knowledge. 
Showing current fire behavior/conditions and expected post mitigation measures.
