1. The property is within the County Residential Zone which allows

3.  The property currently adjoins Mill Creek Road by a 33 foot wide
strip of land 495 feet long.

4.  Surrounding ownership patterns are varied from 6.74 acres to 99.76
acres and the division would be consistant with the surrounding area.
