WHEREAS, Union County Court meeting in special session December 16, 1981, did 
hold a public hearing to consider the vacation of County Road No. 274, beginning 
approximately 1 mile south of the City of Union at a point in the southwest 
quarter of the southwest quarter of Section 30, Twp. 4 South, Range 40 EWM, 
and running south parallel with the alignment of the La Grande/North Powder 
Highway No. 237 until its terminus at Telocaset, at the northwest quarter of the 
southwest quarter of Section 28, Twp. 5S, Range 40 EWM, located in Union County, 
Oregon; and 

WHEREAS, County Road No. 274 is not now used as a part of the County Road System, 
is useless as a part of the general road system, dangerous and an unnecessary
