SECTION 1: ROAD VACATION 

The following described property is vacated to the adjacent 
landowner, leaving roadway access to the south over the 
existing road surface on the east 50 feet of Philberg Lane: 

a portion of the right-of-way of Philberg Lane, Union 
County Road No. 148 (formerly known as the Wallowa Lake 
Highway), located in the Northeast one-quarter of 
Section 34, Township One North, Range Thirty-nine East 
Willamette Meridian, Union County, Oregon, said portion 
of right-of-way being more particularly described as 
follows: 

With reference to Drawing No. 2B-17-10, Oregon State 
Highway Department, Constructed Line, La Grande-Elgin 
Section, Wallowa Lake Highway, August, 1925. 

The most Westerly (left of the roadway centerline) 
10.00 feet of said right-of-way of Philberg Lane 
located between Engineer's Stations 1064+40 P.O.C. and 
1065+30 P.O.C, said Engineer's Stations being 
referenced to said Drawing No. 2B-17-10.
